The plan 
was to break the great Nazi German defenses in northern France and 
liberate the people of France from the Axis Forces of Nazi Germany.
Using soldiers on landing craft, battleships, tanks, armor and para-
troopers, the Allied forces launched their sea attack early in the 
morning on June 6, 1944. Under the direction of Supreme Allied Com-
mander Dwight D. Eisenhower who shortly before the attack began 
said:
“Soldiers, Sailors and Airmen of the Allied Expeditionary Force!
You are about to embark upon the Great Crusade, toward which we
